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Abstract

In this chapter we present research showing that people are not always optimistic and will sometimes surrender their optimism for a less favorable outlook. We also discuss when people shift from optimism and why the shift occurs. This discussion of the shift is followed by an exploration of the costs and benefits of surrendering an optimistic outlook. Finally, we organize the disparate explanations for the shift under a single adaptive purpose and discuss directions for future research.
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
